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When gravel is embedded naturally or artificially into an oyster’s body, it covers the grit pieces with nacre. Layer upon layer
for up to 7 years trying to ward off continuous pain, the pearls are formed for which the oysters are split open and killed.
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Natural or wild, cultured or farmed, artificial or man-made — ALL pearls are a result of torture and death.
Even the man-made pearls use fish scales or lustre and dust from cultured pearls in their making.
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Pearls = Pain
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Holi need not be harmful to humans or animals if we do not light bonfires that pollute the environment,
do not use metallic colours, do not throw colour on animals, do not play percussion instruments made of
goat and cow skins, do not go on illegal hunting sprees, and do not hang animal skeletons on doors.
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Sookhi or Tilak holi that saves water can be fun with eco-friendly dry colours.
